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DISCONTINUANCE OF THE ANNUAL PRIVACY ACT REPORT


(RCS 72-0601)





1.   PURPOSE.   This circular is issued to notify all VBA field stations and Central Office elements that the Privacy Act Report (RCS 72-0601) has been discontinued.





2.   GENERAL.   The Biennial Privacy Act Report required by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) has been discontinued.  It was repealed by the Federal Reports Elimination and Sunset Act of 1995, Pub. L. No. 104-66, amended by Pub. L. No. 106-113.  





3.   INFORMATION  TO  BE MAINTAINED.   While the Privacy Act Report has been discontinued, the requirements to review the Privacy Act systems of records, routine use disclosures, recordkeeping practices and exempt systems of records are still required.  Information can be found in the Schedule of Privacy Act Reviews in VA Handbook 6300.5, Procedures for Establishing and Managing Privacy Act Systems of Records.  VBA Privacy Act System Managers (i.e., Directors, Compensation and Pension Service, Education Service, Vocational Rehabilitation and Employment Service, Loan Guaranty Service, Director, VARO&IC Philadelphia, and the Director, Office of Information Management) must conduct the reviews as required in the Schedule of Privacy Act Reviews, for those systems of records for which they are responsible.
