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SUBJ:  VBA Compliance with VA Naming Conventions



This letter provides guidance and information concerning VBA compliance with VA naming conventions, including examples of the primary Simple Mail Transfer Protocol (SMTP) address (Enclosure A), and a spreadsheet with a list of Location Codes (Enclosure B) to be used in the network logon ID.      



Instructions 



The Windows 2000 Project Team is planning an aggressive schedule for the Windows 2003 server migration. It is highly recommended that the developers of the locally developed applications start incorporating their naming convention modifications to accommodate the new naming convention requirements.  Application modifications include changes to source code, database fields, stored procedures, background services, batch jobs, etc.  These modifications should be completed and tested no later than December 15, 2004.



The VA Naming Convention requirements should not be applied to servers or Exchange at this time.  DO NOT change any user ID accounts or SMTP addresses on the LAN servers, Exchange servers, SUN servers, or any other platform at this time. After the applications software has been modified, tested, and deployed to production, instructions will be circulated to appropriate staff members to implement these Naming Convention requirements on server operating systems and Exchange e-mail systems.

User IDs - Network Logon 



VA Standard:  The current VA standard is shown as OOOXXXLLLLLFT, where OOO = organization code, XXX = location code, LLLLL = the first five characters of the last name, F = first initial of the first name, and T = tiebreaker (1-9 or A-Z).

Primary SMTP Address



VA Standard:  The new SMTP address will become the primary SMTP address and the existing SMTP address will become the Secondary address.  The information regarding SMTP address format changes is informational at this time and is being provided in the event that locally developed applications have a dependency on the format and would require code changes as a result.  No action is necessary to make any changes on the Exchange servers until guidance from the Philadelphia ITC is issued.



The new format for the SMTP Address is:



Firstname.MI.LastnameX@vba.va.gov



Firstname- self explanatory



MI (Middle Initial ) will be the 1st tie breaker, if needed.



Lastname-self explanatory



"X" - 2nd tie breaker, if needed (1 – 9, A-Z).
