SUBJ:  Redelegation of Authority – Compliance with Randolph-Sheppard Act





VA Directive 7632 provides the Department of Veterans Affairs policy as it pertains to our compliance with the Randolph-Sheppard Act.  The purpose of the act is to give priority to blind vendors in the operation of cafeterias, sundries sales and vending machines on federally owned or occupied property.  The provisions of this directive are applicable to all elements of VA.





2.   Pursuant to the guidelines established hereunder, I am redelegating to you the authority to review, approve and deny blind vendor permit applications submitted to VA by State Licensing Agencies under the provisions of the Randolph-Sheppard Act; to designate an official under your organizational supervision to serve on any arbitration panel convened by the Secretary of Education; and to justify to the Secretary of Education any limitation on the location or operation of a blind vending facility based on a  finding that such location or operation would be adverse to the interest of the United States.
