SUBJ:  Delegation of Authority (38 C.F.R. § 36.4342)





1.  Station Directors are hereby authorized to redelegate to the position of Chief, Property Management, their authority to execute and deliver (with or without acknowledgment) for, and on behalf of, the Secretary of Veterans Affairs, conveyances and other instruments as may be appropriate in connection with the acquisition, ownership, management, sale, transfer, assignment, encumbrance, rental, or other disposition of real or personal property, or, of any right, title, or interest therein, including, but not limited to, contracts of sale, installment contracts, deeds, leases, bills of sale, assignments, and releases for any purpose authorized by 38 U.S.C., chapter 37.





2. Enclosed is a sample memorandum to be used to formally delegate this authority, as prescribed in MP-1, Part I, Chapter 6.  This document must be signed by the Station Director, and concurred in by the Regional Counsel.





3.  If this authority is delegated, stations must ensure that the cumulative list of persons who have held the positions authorized to execute title documents, required to be maintained  by 38 C.F.R. § 36.4342(d), also includes a list of all persons holding the position of Chief, Property Management, so long as the delegation or authority remains in effect.  In addition, that file must also contain a copy of this memorandum and a signed original copy of the memorandum delegating this authority.  All these documents will be available for public inspection and copying during normal business hours.





4.  This authority is effective October 21, 1999 and will remain in effect until amended or rescinded by me or a future Under Secretary.

1.  DELEGATION:  There is hereby delegated to each person now and hereafter holding the position of Chief, Property Management, the authority to execute and deliver (with or without acknowledgment) for, and on behalf of, the Secretary of Veterans Affairs, conveyances and other instruments as may be appropriate in connection with the acquisition, ownership, management, sale, transfer, assignment, encumbrance, rental, or other disposition of real or personal property, or, of any right, title, or interest therein, including, but not limited to, contracts of sale, installment contracts, deeds, leases, bills of sale, assignments, and releases for any purpose authorized by 38 U.S.C., chapter 37.
