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USING REMOTE LOGON





I.	PURPOSE. This appendix provides information needed by individuals who use RLOGON which is also referred to as VS Terminal Emulation.





2.	 REFERENCE  MATERIALS.  The Network User Guide for VS  Systems should be available for more detailed explanation of Remote Logon.





3.	CAPABILITIES AND ACCESS





a.	To log on to another system in the network, a User ID with a password is required.  This will not be the same User ID that is on the local system.  The System Administrator of the remote system is responsible for creating the User IDs on his/her system and giving access rights to the appropriate files. (The only exception may be if there are two systems at the facility and a user has the same User ID and password for both local systems.)





b.	Shared VA Central Logon-User ID "DVB" with password "FIELD" can be used to log on to the VA Central Office VBA (Veterans Benefits Administration) systems (101DVB01 and 101DVB02).  Any VBA employee who has been given access to Remote Logon can use this ID.  When a user logs onto the VBA Central Office systems using the "DVB" User ID, access will be to Wang OFFICE Bulletin Board and electronic mail functions.





c.	Access rights to files as well as access to Command Processor functions are controlled by the User ID.  The Security Administrator will assign Read or Write access rights to File Protection Classes for remote User IDs.  The assignment of R (Read) access to File Protection Class "X" has been recommended for remote User IDs.  Therefore, if there are files which are shared with remote users, they should be assigned File Protection Class "X." Remote users who require access to a specific file class can request R access to that File Protection Class.  For example, a remote Adjudication Division User who requires access to File Protection Class "B" on a remote system could be assigned R access to both the "B" and "X" File Protection Classes.  System Administrators may also create remote user logon procedures that limit access to specific programs or utilities on a system.





d.	It is not possible to access word processing capabilities and any other applications that download workstation microcode on a remote system.





e.	If a print file is created while a user is logged on a remote system, the file is automatically placed in a Transmit Queue and sent back to the physical system.  Once the file has been transferred, it is under the control of the local system's print queue.





f.	System Wangnet ID.  The user needs to know the System Wangnet ID of the remote system.  The Wangnet ID for the remote system can be provided by the System Administrator.





4.	HOW TO LOG ON A REMOTE SYSTEM. There are three ways to access RLOGON.





a. RL From Command Processor via Run Program or Procedure

(3)	The following information is entered in the fields that appear on the RLOGON Screen, Figure A-3:





(a)	Remote User ID. Enter the User ID that has been assigned by  the  System  Administrator  for  logging  on  the remote system.





(b)	Remote Password. Enter the password that has been assigned by the System Administrator at the remote system.





(c)	Remote System's Name. Enter the Wangnet ID for the remote system in  this  field,  e.g.,  101DVB01,  323DVB01, 436DVB01.





(d)	Press ENTER after correctly completing the three fields listed above.  The RLOGON Screen will be replaced by the message "Attaching to Network Server" which indicates that the RLOGON session will be using the CNS software to establish a session with the remote system.  This message will be replaced by a new message, "Connecting to remote system (Wangnet ID)." Once the CNS software has established a session with the remote system, the Command Processor or "Procedure (Name) in Progress" Screen will appear and the appropriate programs and files on the remote system will have accessed.





b.	RL From Word Processing





(1)	From the main WP (word processing) Menu move the cursor to the Utilities option and press Execute.





(2)	Move the cursor to Run Program or Procedure and press Execute. The Run Menu (fig. A-2) is displayed.





(3)	Type in RLOGON as the program you want to run and press Execute.





(4)	The following information is entered in the fields that appear on the RLOGON Screen, Figure A-3:


(a)	Remote User ID. Enter the User ID that has been assigned by  the  System  Administrator  for  logging  on  the remote system.
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(b)	Remote Password. Enter the password that has been assigned by the  System  Administrator  at  the  remote  system.





(c)	Remote System's Name. Enter the Wangnet ID for  the  remote  system  in  this  field,  e.g.,  101DVB01,  323DVB01 436DVB01.





(d)	Press ENTER after correctly completing the three fields listed above.  The RLOGON Screen will be replaced by the message "Attaching to Network Server" which indicates that the RLOGON session will be using the CNS software to establish a session with the remote system.  This message will be replaced by a new message, "Connecting to remote system (Wangnet ID)." Once the CNS software has established a session with the remote system, the Command Processor or "Procedure (Name) in Progress" Screen will appear and the appropriate programs and files on the remote system will have accessed.





c. RL From a Custom Menu





The System Administrator can include a selection on any system menu that will automatically proceduralize the RLOGON program for end users.
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
