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USING 3777-3 FILE TRANSFER





1.	PURPOSE. This appendix provides information needed by individuals who use 3777-3 emulation.





2.	 REFERENCE  MATERIALS.   VS   SNA   (Systems   Network   Architecture)   3777-3   Emulator   Users   Guide   (800-1330D) is available for detailed information.  The VAccess Helpbook provides information for users on Austins Timesharing systems.





3.	CAPABILITIES AND ACCESS





a.	To logon to the IBM host, the users must have access to the RJE program in the @SYSTEM@ library.  This program may be added as a menu pick for users that need it or may be proceduralized as part of an application.





b.	Users who develop applications that use 3777-3 emulation must be familiar with JCL (Job Control Language) language on the host to ensure proper transfer of the files.





4.	HOW TO RUN THE 3777-3 EMULATION. There are three ways to access 3777-3 Emulation.





a.	FROM THE COMMAND PROCESSOR via RUN PROGRAM or PROCEDURE.





(1)	From the Command Processor press PF1 Run Program or Procedure.





(2)	The Run Screen appears. Type CONSOLE in the Program field a and press ENTER.





(3)	A screen prompting for the Physical Unit (PU) name for the  second  PU  on  the  line  configured  through  the  SNA configuration editor appears.  Enter the PU NAME and press the ENTER key to continue.





(4)	The CONSOLE main menu appears.  This allows the user to send a logon message, submit a job and check the status of a PU.  To submit a file, press PF1 to Send a Job.  On the next screen, the user can enter the File, Library and Volume names and press the return key to continue.





(5)	To check the status of the transfer, press PF1 1 to Display Session Status.  The file being transferred will display on the screen.  If a return (confirmation) file is being sent back, it will also be displayed on the screen as the file is received.





b.	FROM THE COMMAND PROCESSOR via RUN PROGRAM or PROCEDURE.





(1)	From the Command Processor press PF1 Run Program or Procedure.





(2)	The Run Screen appears. Type RJE (Remote Job Entry) in the Program field and press ENTER.





(3)	The RJE main menu appears. From this screen the user  is  able  to  submit  a  job  and  check  the  status  of  the transfer, but other capabilities have been deleted from the menu.  To submit a file, press PF1 to Send a Job.  On the next screen, the user can enter the File, Library and Volume names and press the return key to continue.





c. FROM a CUSTOM MENU.





The System Administrator can include a selection on the users  menus  that  will  automatically  run  the  RJE  program.  This function will not be needed by all users and should be added to user menus with discretion.  D-1 036994
