	To state that a due process letter generated in connection with a beneficiary’s incarceration should be sent to the beneficiary at his/her current address of record.  Correspondence should be sent to the beneficiary at a prison address only if the beneficiary is using the prison address as his/her address of record.  This change makes the due process procedures for the Bureau of Prisons Match consistent with the procedures in M21-1MR, Part X, 15.2.i. for the SSA Prison Match.
