	a.  Delivery of Requisitioned Folders
	Deliver folders to the appropriate operating element upon

· receipt of active mail

· termination of suspense periods, or

· receipt of a properly executed requisition.

Note:  Requisitions by listings are acceptable upon mutual agreement between the Veterans Service Center Manager (VSCM) and the chief of the division submitting the request.


	b.  Delivery to Service Organizations
	Honor a requisition for delivery of a folder to a veterans service organization only if the folder contains a current VA Form 21-22, Appointment of Veterans Service Organization as Claimant's Representative that

· is properly completed, and

· designates the requisitioning organization to act for the claimant.

Note:  Do not deliver folders to organizations holding a limited POA.  In those cases, deliver folders to the VSCM with a specific request that contact be made with the representative of the requisitioning service organization.

	a.  Definition:  “Veteran Waiting” Case
	A “veteran waiting” case occurs when a Veterans Service Center (VSC) employee or service organization representative needs a veteran’s folder to respond to a request in person for assistance. 


	b.  Time Frame for Delivery
	Deliver folders within 15 minutes when employees of the VSC or representatives of service organizations request delivery for the processing of “veteran waiting” cases.


	c.  Requests by Service Organizations
	If a service organization requests delivery, verify at the time of delivery that either

· the folder contains a current VA Form 21-22 for that service organization, or

· the service organization representative states that he/she holds a current POA.

	d.  Procedure for Charged Out Folders
	Follow the steps in the table below if a folder is charged out of the file bank.


	Step
	Action

	1
	If a folder is charged out of the file bank, advise the requester as to the operating element having possession of the folder.

	2
	· Ask the requester if he or she desires a search, and

· make a special search, if requested.

	3
	Deliver the folder as soon as possible.

	The prompt location of folders requires a good folder recharge system and diligent tracking of folder movement in the Control of Veterans Records System (COVERS).


	b.  Folder Movement Within a Division
	Requirements for the recharge of folders moving within a division are established locally.


	c.  Crossing of Division Lines
	Operating elements must recharge folders crossing division lines.
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
