The new Part III, Subpart v, Chapter 1 incorporates information on administrative decisions pertaining to statutory bar and character of discharge; former POW status; willful misconduct and line of duty; insanity; homicide; presumption of death; finding of fact/date of death; and reversal of prior decisions.

Significant changes include Section D, Willful Misconduct and Line of Duty, which now identifies a blood alcohol content (BAC) of .08 as being legally intoxicated; and Section I, Reversal of Prior Determinations and Administrative Decisions, which now provides for administrative decisions on erroneous payment of $25,000 or more to be approved by the C&P Star Authorization Staff (214B).
