	a.  Purpose of the AMIE C&P Program 
	The AMIE Compensation and Pension (C&P) program allows ROs to electronically transmit examination requests to medical centers.  

After the medical center prints the requests and schedules specific examinations, standardized examination worksheets are printed.  The printed request and worksheets replace the hardcopy VA Form 21-2507, Request for VA Examination.

Transcribed examination results are electronically transmitted, via AMIE, back to the RO for local printing.


	b.  AMIE II Program Capabilities
	The AMIE C&P program provides the RO with capabilities to add, cancel, or modify examination requests instantly.  It also provides inquiry capabilities for status requests.

	a.  The Compensation and Pension Record Interchange (CAPRI) Access
	Compensation and Pension Record Interchange (CAPRI) is a VA Automated Information System (AIS) that provides access to multiple Veterans Health Administration (VHA) systems.  CAPRI allows authorized VBA users read-only access to review and print claimant medical records and select AMIE reports maintained by VHA medical facilities.

Note:  CAPRI is a graphical user interface that is easier to learn and use than AMIE.


	b.  Using CAPRI for Development
	CAPRI may be used to electronically request and receive

· VA examinations or medical opinions

· specific information as requested on Exchange of Beneficiary Information and Request for Administrative and Adjudicative Actions (VA Form 10-7131), and

· general medical records used for determining entitlement to benefits.

Note:  It is important to be selective when using CAPRI to identify and obtain medical evidence that is relevant to the claimed issue.  Redundant or superfluous medical information should not be obtained for inclusion in the claims folder.
