Definition:  Accrued Benefits�
Accrued benefits are, by definition, benefits due to the beneficiary but not paid prior to death.  Any accrued benefits due and unpaid for a period not to exceed two years shall, upon the death of the payee, be payable.





Exception:  When accrued benefits are payable under Nehmer, there is no restriction in the retroactive period.
