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WANG INQUIRY UTILITY





DESCRIPTION





	The inquiry utility selects FBS master record fields and displays or prints them in a report, such as a list all of a particular fiduciary's cases or a list of cases with an estate value of more than $100,000.





ACCESSING THE INQUIRY UTILITY





	To access the inquiry utility, press PF 8 from the G00 screen to display the G40 screen.  Type X beside Wang Inquiry Utility, and press ENTER to view the query screen.





MAKING AN INQUIRY





	Type your question onto this screen.  Press PF 14 to review detailed instructions before typing the question.  These instructions appear as Exhibit E-1.





	1.  Inquiry Equation.  Express your inquiry as an equation with two statements divided by a relation sign.  The left side of the equation (the first statement) uses a "list verb" followed by one or more master record field names.  The relation sign and the right side of the equation specify the records to be included in the report.





	a.   List Verbs.  LIST, DISPLAY, FIND, WRITE, PRINT, GIVE. 





	b.  Relation Signs.  The relation signs are ET (equal to), GT (greater than), and LT (less than).  These signs specify which cases you want in the report.





	c.  Master Record Field Names.  A list of master record names follows, but you may also review the list by pressing PF 15.  The names are defined in M27-1, Part IV, Ch. 6.

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	NOTE:  At some stations, the date is a single number rather than three fields as listed above.  For example, an accounting due date is listed as ACCTDUE rather than ACCTDAY, ACCTMON, and ACCTYR.  The single number is less useful for reports.  Contact the Systems Administrator to have the single number configuration changed to three date fields.





	2.  Example.  You wish to determine which cases have estates between $10,000 and $15,000.





	a.  Formulate the equation as follows:





	LIST FILENUM,BENFIRST,BENLAST,FIDNAME,FIDTYPE WHEN 


	ESTATEVL GT "0010000 AND LT "0015000"





	NOTE:  Field names on the left side of the equation are separated by commas but without any spaces between them.  The specified limits (on the right side of the equation) must be enclosed in quotation marks.  Dollar amounts must have at least seven digits.  Do not use dollar signs and decimals.





	b.  Type the equation on the query screen, and press ENTER.  If the formula is correct, the screen will display the equation as follows:





	LIST FILENUM, BENLAST, FIDNAME, FIDTYPE; ESTATEVL GT '0010000'


	AND ESTATEVL LT '0015000'





	c.  The screen will display an error message if the equation is not typed correctly.  You may either change or correct the equation at this point.  When the equation is correct, press PF16. 





	d.  The screen will display the report, and you may print it.  In the example, the report has column headings entitled FILENUM, BENLAST, FIDNAME, FIDTYPE, and ESTATEVL.  The individual cases are listed in ascending file number order, and the total number of cases appears at the end.





	NOTE:  The query screen has enough spaces to formulate a question, but you should not request a report that requires wide printer capability (i.e. more column headings than a regular sheet of paper could accommodate).  Consult the Systems Administrator if your system needs to be reconfigured to print reports.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR INQUIRY





INQUIRY allows you to inquire into a file using English-like syntax.  The program recognizes two sentence types:  LIST and RELATION.  The purpose and syntax of each is explained below.





LIST





The LIST sentence specifies the names of the fields whose values are to be displayed as a result of the query.  The structure of the LIST sentence is:





LIST-VERBS followed by a number of FIELD names.





The LIST-VERBS include: 'LIST', 'DISPLAY', 'FIND', 'WRITE', 'PRINT', 'GIVE.'   (If you have chosen 'OPTION=EXTRACT' on the first screen, the LIST sentence is not necessary and will be disregarded if present.)





RELATION





The RELATION sentence defines the criteria for selecting the records which you desire. You must have a RELATION sentence.





The structure of the RELATION sentence is:


	FIELD-NAME RELATIONAL-OPERATOR FIELD -NAME/LITERAL AND/OR etc.


	Relational operators are 'EQUAL TO', '=', 'LESS THAN', '<', etc.





A typical query might look like this:





	LIST THE FIELDS FILENUM, VETLAST, ESTATEVL, FIDTYPE, FEEAUTH,


	WHERE ESTATEVL = GT '1000000' AND LT '4000000'





The first line is the LIST sentence, the second the RELATION sentence.


The fields to be displayed are the names in the LIST - FILENUM, VETLAST, ESTATEVL, FIDTYPE, FEEAUTH - plus the subjects of all the expressions in the RELATION - ESTATEVL. Each field and each literal must fit on their specified line.
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Any word that the utility cannot recognize, such as WHERE in the example, will be ignored. This allows you to make your sentence as English-like as possible by inserting words which help the meaning of the sentence.  It also means that the utility will ignore misspellings of words which you intend to be recognized. If the misspelling results in a syntactic error - such as AN for AND in the example - the utility will respond with an error message.





In some cases, however, a misspelling will not cause a syntax error.  If FEEAUTH, in the example, were misspelled, the query would accept FIDTYPE as the end of the LIST sentence.  For this reason, after the query has been checked by the utility, it is redisplayed in the utility's format for verification.
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
