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WANG REPORT UTILITY





DESCRIPTION





	Use this utility to generate reports you want to use again.  It is similar to the Inquiry Utility, but the Report Utility requires you to name the report so it becomes a permanent file that can be accessed again without entering the report specifications.   You may modify the report and change its format for specific needs and report criteria, and you may print it.





ACCESSING THE REPORT UTILITY





	To access the report utility, press PF 8 from the G00 menu screen to display the G40 screen.  Type X beside Wang Report Utility, and press ENTER to view the Report Central Menu screen.  See Exhibit F-1 for an illustration.  From this screen, select the following options with PF keys:





	PF 2--Create a Report Definition





	PF 3--Modify Report Attributes





	PF 4--Print a Report





PF 2 CREATE A REPORT





	To create a report definition, press PF 2.  The report definition screen appears.  See Exhibit F-2 for an illustration.  This screen permits you to name the report so that it can be used or modified later.





	1.  ID Field.  Type the report name here.  The name must be 8 spaces or lest.





	2.  MOREDATA Field.  Do not change the information in this field.  This field will be used in the future to generate reports from other databases such as loan guaranty or education.  Currently, the only valid database for reports is FBS.





	3.  USEREXIT Field.  Leave this entry NO.





	4.  PF 8/Change library/volume defaults.  Do not change defaults.





	5.  ENTER.  Press ENTER after naming the report.  The screen will appear again so you can make changes before proceeding.  After you complete changes, press ENTER.
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PRIMARY FILE FIELD SELECTION





	1.  The Primary File Field Selection screen appears next.  See Exhibits F3-F5 for illustrations.  Press ENTER to see the second screen and again to see the third screen.  The PF key selections available at the bottom of the screens are self explanatory.





	Note:  If your system is not configured to display dates in three fields (as described in Appendix E-1), you will see only two primary field selection screens.





	2.  Use these screens to select data fields to include in the report.  Place an X beside each field you wish to include.  The choices available, or field names, correspond with the field names in the G05 master record file (see M27-1, Part IV, Ch. 6 for definitions of these fields).





	3.  After selecting all the field names you want, press ENTER.





	Note:  You may wish to avoid selecting a large number of fields since printer capability may limit the width of a report.  If you require a large number of fields, you may wish instead to generate several reports.





REPORT FORMAT OPTIONS SCREEN





	1.  The Report Format Options screen appears next.  See Exhibit F-6 for an illustration.  Use this screen to add or delete primary file fields, view the selections made, change definitions, or return to the REPORT central menu.





	2.  Press PF 8 to view the fields selected for your report.  You may then add field if you find you did not select all fields intended.  After viewing the selected fields, press any PF key to return to the Report Format Options screen.  Once you become more familiar with the utility, you may wish to ENTER through this screen if you choose not to make any changes.





	3.  After selecting all the fields you want, press ENTER from the Report Options screen.





DEFAULT ACTION SCREEN





	The Default Action screen now appears.  See Exhibit F-7 for an illustration.  Use this screen to select options randomly without having to ENTER through all the choices.  Until you become familiar with this utility, you should press ENTER and proceed through all options even though you do not make any selections or change the default settings.
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	1.  The first option, PF 1, returns you to the Report Format Options screen.





	2.  Make desired changes, and press ENTER to return to the Default Action screen.





REPORT TITLE INFORMATION





	1.  Press PF 2, and the report title information screen appears.  See Exhibit F-8 for an illustration.  Check to see that the correct report title appears at the top entry field.





	2.  The other entries on this screen are for lengthy reports with multiple pages and different subject matter or report parameters on each page.  Since most reports are less than one page, you should press ENTER to go to the next screen.





	NOTE:  As you become more familiar with this utility, you may wish to experiment with this screen to see what effect these different fields have on the report format.  If you find any data field or format you do not desire, be sure and delete the report.





COLUMN HEADINGS





	1.  The Column Headings screen appears next.  See Exhibit F-9 for an illustration.  Use this screen to change the format of headings for data fields.  Column headings default to the master record entry unless changed.





	EXAMPLE:  The column heading for the fiduciary's name appears as FIDNAME in the report.  You may change it by typing in the heading you want, such as "Fiduciary Name."  Using Sub Headings permits a two-line entry.  In the example, you may type "Fiduciary" under column heading, tab to sub heading, then type "name."  The report will generate this title on two lines instead of FIDNAME.  You may make similar changes for all column headings in your report.





	2.  Press ENTER or PF 4 to go to the next screen.


		


SPACES BETWEEN FIELDS





	The Spaces Between Fields screen appears next.  See Exhibit F-10 for an illustration.  Use this screen to increase the number of spaces between columns in your report.  If you do not change it, there will be two spaces.  Usually that is enough for a clear report that is easy to read.  Press ENTER or PF 5 to go to the next screen.
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FIELD SEQUENCE





	1.  The Field Sequence screen appears now.  See Exhibit F-11 for an illustration.  Use this screen to change the order the data is presented in the report.





	2.  The Field ID columns list field names used in the report.





	3.  The Seq columns, first entry, indicate the line on which the name will appear in the report.  The next two spaces are the sequence in which the names will appear in the report.  Change the order by typing over the numbers as they appear.





	4.  Press ENTER or PF 6 to go to the next screen.





EXTERNAL FIELD SIZE





	1.  The External Field Size screen now appears.  See Exhibit F-12 for an illustration.  Use this screen to change the number of spaces in the fields of your report.  You will usually leave the preset settings rather than change them.  However, you may wish to change the size for fields such as BENLAST or VETLAST which may have names that require more than the number of spaces preset.





	2.  Press ENTER or PF 8 to go to the next screen





DATA LIMITS





	1.  The Data Limits screen now appears.  See Exhibit F-13 for an illustration.  Use this screen to specify parameters for each field in your report.  Using this screen is similar to formulating an equation in the Wang Inquiry Utility.





	2.  Under Field ID, type the name of the field you wish to define.





	3.  Type AND or OR in the AND/OR Field.





	4.  The screen specifies entries for the OP field.  Select the one you wish and type it under OP.





	5.  Under Field/Constant, type the limits of the field, surrounded by quotation marks.
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	EXAMPLE:  A typical entry on this screen might be the following:





		    ESTATEVL  GT  "2000000"  and  LT "4000000" 





	 This example asks for the files with an estate value (ESTATEVL) greater than (GT) $2,000,000 ("2000000") and less than (LT) $4,000,000 ("4000000").





	6.  Each field can be defined with up to 10 specific parameters.  Each is divided by another OP.  In the example, we asked not only for estates greater than $2M but also those less than $4M.





	7.  After you have defined a field, press ENTER to set limits on another field name.  After you have set limits on all fields you wish to define, press ENTER or PF 9 to go to the next screen.





FILE SORT





	The File Sort screen appears now.  See Exhibit F-14 for an illustration.  Use this screen  to rank the order of your fields and list them in either ascending or descending order.  You may leave this field at the preset value or change it to place files in descending or ascending order by claim number to locate a particular file number more easily.  Press ENTER or PF 10 to go to the next screen.





CONTROL FIELDS





	1.  The Control Fields screen appears next.  See Exhibit F-15 for an illustration.  This screen permits you to skip pages and lines between different categories of data and label each successive page for a multi-page report.   Since most reports are only one page, you will usually make no changes on this page.





	2.  You have now completed the screens necessary for creating a report.  If you press ENTER at this point, you will begin the series over again.  Instead, you should press PF 16 to return to the Central Menu screen and modify or print the report.





PF 3 MODIFY REPORT ATTRIBUTES





	1.  Press PF 3 on the Central Menu screen to modify a report previously created.  The first screen identifies the report you wish to modify.  Use PF keys as specified at the bottom of the screen to change library/volume defaults, to change files used for the report, or to return to the Central Menu.  You should consult with the System Administrator if you need to change library or volume defaults.
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	2.  Type the name of the report to be modified and press ENTER to view the Report Format Option screen (Exhibit F-6).  This is the same screen used to create a report.  Most changes are made with the PF 2, SHIFT PF 2, and PF 4.  PF 2 and PF 4 have the same functions as they did in Creating a Report.  SHIFT PF 2 deletes a field name from the report.  Press SHIFT PF 2 to view all field names originally selected for your report. To delete a field name, type any character in the space preceding the field name to be deleted, and press ENTER.  Proceed as directed to complete deletion by pressing PF 1.  Consult your Systems Administrator if the program will not permit you to modify a report.





	3.  Press ENTER at this point to proceed through the normal sequence to create a report.  Return to the Central Menu at any time by pressing PF 16.





PF 4 PRINT A REPORT





	1.  Press PF 4 to print or display a report previously defined by the Report Definition function.  Use the screen that appears to set the parameters for the print.  See Exhibit F-16 for an illustration.  The fields are described below:





	a.  Report ID.  Enter the name of the report if it does not already appear.





	b.  Report DATE.  The report will default to the date the report was created; however, you may type any date in this field. 





	c.  Output Device.  You may display the report or send it to a printer.  Type your selection (PRINTER or DISPLAY), and press ENTER.





	2.  You should leave the remaining fields at the default settings until you are familiar with their uses.  Use PF 14 to receive a detailed explanation of each field.
