4.01  PURPOSE OF THE G01 MASTER INDEX SCREEN	





	a.  Use the G01 screen to identify a record when the file number is unknown.  Searches may access either the Local or the National Index.  Indexing is based on either the beneficiary's or the veteran's name.  Fiduciary names are not indexed.





	b.  The Master Index searches for a specific name to match the name entered in the request or for a list of names.  For a specific name search, enter the name as it appears in the master record.  You may also search with last names only or initials for first and middle names.  If matches are found, FBS displays the G01 screen for the veteran or beneficiary or a list of veterans and beneficiaries.

	To access the G01 Screen:





	a.  In the NAME field, enter the name exactly as it appears in the master record.  You may enter the last name with initials or the last name only.  Examples of entries are:
