CHAPTER 5.  THE G02 SCREENS:





PAYEE SELECTION





5.01  WHEN THE G02 PAYEE SELECTION SCREEN APPEARS





	A payee selection screen (G02) appears whenever a master record or workload processing screen is selected from the Menu Screen and there is more than one record for the file number entered.  The payee selection screen displays all records for the file number entered.  Each record is identified by file number, vet name, beneficiary name, and payee number.  For work processing operations, the Work Product Code (WPC) is also displayed.





5.02  PAYEE SELECTION SCREEN FOR MASTER RECORD SELECTION





	a.  A Payee Selection Screen appears when a file number has more than one record and the user attempts update (PF 2), inquiry (PF 3), delete (PF 4), or change file number (PF 6).  A payee selection screen also appears when there is more than one record and the user enters a regional office number before selecting transfer (PF 5).  Select a record from the Payee Selection screen by entering X next to the record desired and pressing RETURN.  The illustration below shows a G02 screen with three payees:

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	b.  A different payee selection screen appears if you attempt to establish a master record (PF 1) when a record already exists.  Establish a new record by entering X next to the file number on the top line and pressing RETURN.  An illustration of this type of G02 screen follows:

5.03  PAYEE SELECTION SCREEN FOR WORKLOAD PROCESSING





	a.  A Payee Selection screen appears when a file number has more than one pending or completed WPC and you attempt establish (PF 10), update (PF 11), inquiry (PF 12), or cancel (PF 13).  Select a record by entering X next to the record desired.  To establish a new WPC, enter X next to the file number on the top line.  This Payee Selection screen is illustrated below:

	b.  The G02 screen can list up to 14 WPCs.  When there are more than 14 WPCs on the same file number during one month, the screen displays the message More Pending Issues.  Enter X next to the message to view the additional WPCs.





	c.  A WPC selection screen appears when the record has more than one issue of the same WPC.  The illustration below is a WPC selection screen with two unscheduled F-B field examinations (WPC 522) during the same month.  Select the desired record by entering X next to Completed or Pending and pressing RETURN.

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	d.  A Payee Match Screen appears when you select establish (PF 10) for a file number that already has a master record.  Use this screen to select one of the beneficiaries with the same file number or to designate a new payee number.  In the following illustration, either select one of the payees listed either by entering X next to file number or tab to the bottom of the screen and enter the payee number of the new beneficiary.
