F26 Screen                  

(Accounting Transfer)  



The F26 ACCOUNTING TRANSFER screen is used to process 08A and 08B transactions, utilizing the FIST command.  These transactions affect an interstation transfer between the regional office and Hines DPC Finance Division and are applied to an accounts receivable.  

� Difference Between System  

In the old Chapter 106 system Fiscal Transactions were not processed on-line.  The Fiscal transactions in CH 1606 are similar to those used in the other benefit programs including Chapter 30.



Accessing the F26 Screen

Accessing for Inquiry 

All fiscal transactions may be reviewed after the FIST processing is complete by initiating the PENF command on the READY screen by entering the following fields.

Access for Input

To access the F26 screen for input, use the following commands:



FIST

Updating the Master Record

The master record will not be updated until the FIST transaction is authorized using the FAUT command on the F95 screen.  The last activity field on the M21 screen will reflect the last transaction processed.

08A – Cash Collection (Station Suspense)

08B – Cash Collection (Offset from other benefit system)



These two transactions affect an interstation transfer between the regional office and Hines DPC Finance Division; the funds are applied to an accounts receivable.  The funds being applied will be in the station suspense.  If the funds collected are greater than the receivable balance, this is considered an overcollection. The operator has the option to refund the funds to the payee by entering a “Y” in the REFUND INDICATOR field. Depending on the entry in this field, a refund (06R) check will be issued to the payee, or an unassociated account will be created. 



Only one transaction at a time can be processed on the F26 screen.
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
