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Discussion





Current security measures for OLAF (On-Line Approval File) do not meet VA standards for protection of the records.  In an effort to strengthen security measures, OLAF Version 1.6 will place OLAF under Common Security.  This change will occur when OLAF Version 1.6 is installed at your station.  The current schedule shows that it was installed at the beta test sites during the week of July 30, 2001.  It is scheduled to be installed at the remaining stations during with week of August 20, 2001.





During beta testing, it was determined that the access levels provided in VBA Letter 22-01-12, dated August 2, 2001, were incorrect.  This letter contains the correct access levels.





Guidelines 





Users are assigned a level of access to the OLAF database, according to their needs.  Listed below are the two access levels with a brief description of each and guidelines for use.





OLAF Level 1 allows the user to perform all functions to include adding, modifying, and deleting records.  This level is restricted to Education Liaison Representatives, Education Compliance Survey Specialists, and clerical personnel assigned to Education Services Units.  This level may also be granted to employees in Vocational Rehabilitation and Employment activities for the purpose of maintaining approvals of facilities approved for chapter 31 training.





OLAF Level 2 allows user view access only and is generally assigned to Veteran Service Representatives and other employees who need the information to process claims for education benefits or answer inquires from persons eligible for education benefits.

Action Required





The CELO (Chief Education Liaison Officer) at each RPO (Regional Processing Office) must provide the RPO's Security Officer with the names of the RPO employees who require OLAF Level 1 access.  In addition, the CELO must provide each RO's Security Officer in his or her jurisdiction with the names of employees at each RO who require OLAF Level 1 access.





The Education Officer at each RPO must provide the RPO's Security Officer with the names of all the employees who require OLAF Level 2 access.





The Veteran Service Center Managers at each RO must provide the RO's Security Officer with the names of all employees who require OLAF Level 2 access.





The Vocational Rehabilitation and Employment officer at each RO must provide the RO's Security Officer with the names of all VR&E employees who require OLAF Level 1 or OLAF Level 2 access


 


CELOs, Education Officers, Veterans Service Center Managers, and VR&E Officers are encouraged to provide the information to the security officers before OLAF version 1.6 is installed.  Security officers can add the OLAF users to the Common Security Services application immediately.
