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SUBJECT: Education Procedures for Mobilized Members of Reserve Components





What Has Changed?





Due to the attack on the United States on September 11, 2001, numerous members of the National Guard and Reserve have been activated.  The various elements of VA are responding to the situation.  This letter pertains to VA education benefit processing.





How Will This Affect Specific Education Procedures?





For Chapter 1606 recipients, everyone should apply the Persian Gulf procedures in  M22-4, part IV, Chapter 11, subchapter VII to those individuals who have to withdraw because they were called-up or re-deployed.  Follow the entitlement restoration procedures if the individual does not receive credit for the course(s).





Do not apply these procedures to individuals who received Chapter 30, 32 or 35, or tuition assistance top-up and were re-deployed.  For all these recipients, be liberal in the application of mitigating circumstances, and accept the statement of the claimant.  Please keep a list of names and claim numbers of these cases.  We expect remedial legislation to be passed which will allow us to restore entitlement for these benefits also.  Development with DOD is not necessary in these instances.





M22-4, Part IV, paragraph 11.33a has obsolete information.  Training Guide 22-01-01, appendix B has the current wording of education PCGL letters.  When appropriate, send the “Development 11” letter.
