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SUBJ:  OLAF (On-Line Approval File) Changes








The fifth change to OLAF will be available to users on March 12, 2001.





What These Changes Include





Public Law 106-419 Changes:  The applicable law code 4 legend was changed from "Chapter 30 Only" to "Chapters 30 and 35 Only" to reflect the fact that persons eligible for chapter 35 now receive education benefits for preparatory courses.  Applicable law code 5 with the legend, "Chapters 30, 32, and 35 Only," was added in the event that approval information for entities and organizations offering licensing and certification tests is added to OLAF.





Reports:  Numerous changes were made to reports.  Programs appear in alphabetical order.  Misspelled words and punctuation errors were corrected.  The format for the report headers and facility codes was standardized.  The journeyman wage rate and modifier were added to the VA Form 22-1998 and the OJT Program report.  A printing problem with HP 8000 printers was corrected.  The compliance survey report selection screens allow users to select the type of training.





Compliance Surveys:  The Cases Reviewed and Cases with Discrepancies fields are required when adding or modifying compliance survey information.





Information Message:  A new information message has been added.  If the VACERT field is check and the user changes facility code, the applicable law code field from 2, 3, 4, or 5 to 0 - not approved or 1 - chapter 31 only, or the undergraduate full time modifier, a message will appear advising the user to notify the ECAP and VACERT program administrators at the Regional Processing Office.  The purpose of this change is to try to keep the school files that the ECAP application uses to process enrollment certifications and notices of change in student status current
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State Codes:  State codes for the Philippines, the Marshall Islands, and the Federated States of Micronesia were added.








Installation:  The installation routine was changed to facilitate installing OLAF on newer personal computers.





What You Need to Do?





The first time the user logs on to OLAF after the Regional Office’s IRM staff installs the update program, the changes should be available.
