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SUBJ:  Corrections to Draft Circular Implementing Public Laws 106-398 and 106-419





Purpose.  This letter provides clarification and corrections to the draft circular transmitted with RPO Letter 22-01-02 that implemented the provisions of Public Laws 106-398 and 106-419.





2.	Background.  After we released the draft circular on January 31, 2001, it was brought to our attention that the procedure on adjusting a chapter 30 delimiting date was incorrect.  The implementing procedure for determining a chapter 35 child’s eligibility period after age 26 is also incorrect.





3.	Changes.  The draft circular is changed as follows:





	Page 3, paragraph 4e(2):  Delete this paragraph in its entirety and insert the following:





(2)  If the veteran is entitled to a new delimiting date, take the following actions to generate the new delimiting date.





(a)  Leave the Delimiting Date Adjustment Type fields on the 310 screen, Chapter 30 Eligibility and Entitlement, blank.





(b)  Enter “11-02-00” in the From field.  Leave the To field blank.





(c)  Subtract the veterans RAD date from November 2, 2000 to determine the number of months and days to extend the delimiting date.





(d)  Enter the calculated months in the Months field.  Enter the calculated days in the Days field.





(e)  The system will generate a delimiting date of November 2, 2010.





Example:  A veteran with an RAD date of May 31, 1998 is eligible for a new delimiting date of November 2, 2010.  Compute the months and days to extend the delimiting date as follows:

Explanation:  The normal delimiting date is extended by 29 months and 1 day to give the veteran an extended delimiting date of November 2, 2010.





	Page 6, paragraph 5f(2):  Delete this paragraph in its entirety and insert the following:





(2)  If the veteran is entitled to a new delimiting date, follow the procedures in paragraph 4e(2) above.





	Page 19, paragraph 12f(1)(b):  Delete this paragraph in its entirety and insert the following:





(b)  If the child has reached his or her 26th birthday, the beginning date of the child’s eligibility period is the child’s 18th birthday.





	Page 20, paragraph 12f(2)(b):  Delete this paragraph in its entirety and insert the following:





(b)  If the child has reached his or her 26th birthday, the beginning date of the child’s eligibility period is the effective date of the veteran’s rating of total and permanent service-connected disability.





4.	Additional $600 Contribution.  Individuals who are discharged from service between November 1, 2000, and April 30, 2001, have a limited time period to contribute an additional $600.  They may make these additional payments beginning on May 1, 2001, and ending on July 31, 2001.  If you receive an inquiry from an eligible individual, advise the individual to submit his or her lump-sum $600 payment along with a statement that they wish to contribute an additional amount to MGIB.  Also advise them that they must submit their payment on or after May 1, 2001, and no later than July 31, 2001.  Individuals cannot submit payments before May 1, 2001.  We will release additional processing instructions sometime in April 2001.





5.	Who Should Read.  These changes affect Veterans Claims Examiners (Education) and Veterans Case Managers (Education) at the Regional Processing Offices, Educational Liaison Representatives and Veterans Benefits Counselors.
