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SUBJ: Compliance Survey Schedule for Flight Schools





In response to suggestions from the Chief Education Liaison Officers (CELO), the minimum schedule requirement for compliance surveys at flight schools will be lowered to 50 percent of active flight schools each year.  Although the rate at which discrepancies are found at flight schools is approximately one and one-half times the discrepancy rate at institutions of higher learning (IHL) and nondegree schools (NCD), the current requirement to survey 100 percent of flight schools is three times the 33 percent requirement for IHLs and NCDs.  





The reduced schedule requirement will allow the CELOs to manage their resources more effectively without compromising oversight responsibility.  This reduced requirement will be effective for the Fiscal Year 2001 schedule of compliance surveys.  A change to M22-4, Part X, Paragraph 2.02b(1) incorporating the new requirement will be issued in the near future.
