This is a NOTICE OF INTENT to withhold sixty (60) percent of your compensation benefits effective


January 1, 1982.  This action is being taken  based on a court garnishment order received December 10, 1981, issued by the State Court of Delaware, County of Newcastle on behalf of the plaintiff  Mrs. Alice Smith.





Pursuant to Title 15 USC Section 1673, (b)(2)(A) and (B), the maximum garnishment limitations are; Fifty (50) percent, if you are presently supporting a spouse and/or dependent child; Sixty (60) percent, if you are not currently supporting a spouse and/or dependent child.  These limitations may be lower as prescribed by applicable state or local laws.





If you do not agree as to the percentage to be withheld, you must submit to this office, within 20 days from the date of this letter, sufficient information to support a different withholding amount.  Please be advised that the submission of additional documentation, you consent to the release of this documentation to the court.





The Veterans Administration is prohibited by law from representing the interest of veterans in these matters.  If you disagree and/or have any questions regarding this court garnishment order, we recommend, that you seek legal counsel regarding defenses to legal process and correspond directly to the court of jurisdiction.
