SECTION D.  OPERATING SYSTEM 


12D.01  GENERAL 


 CALM is a computer oriented system.  Input is introduced into the system by means of electronic transmissions [from various input systems].  Output which requires fast response, such as Status of Funds, reject inquiries, etc., will be transmitted [electronically for local printing].  Output in the form of reports and statements will be dispatched by regular mail. 


12D.02  DOCUMENT NUMBERING SYSTEM 


a.	The design of the system requires a single numbering plan to facilitate the processing of payment documents through the centralized payment center.  Uniformity of document numbering benefits all system users in the following respects: 


(1)	Centralized payment center recognizes incoming documents by reference to common number and immediately routes to proper section: Commercial accounts, Federal accounts, or travel and transportation. 


 (2)	Centralized payment center immediately detects invoices intended to be certified mistakenly mailed by the vendor to Austin and forwards them to the station for approval action. 


 (3)	Centralized payment center and individual stations maintain files consistently across the agency allowing for cross-training, for rapid production and most importantly fewer misfiles. 


This numbering plan is known as the 'Common Numbering System.'  It establishes a unique reference number under which all transactions related to a given Supply/Fiscal or other financial transaction will be processed.  The common number consists of a 9-digit alphanumeric code which cannot be duplicated.  The first three positions of the common number will consist of the numeric station number.  The fourth position consists of an alpha code which identifies the appropriation/fund and/or document type.  The fifth position will normally consist of the fiscal year of the appropriation.  The appropriate fiscal year will be coded for 'No-Year' appropriations instead of an 'X.'  The remaining four positions (sixth through ninth positions of the common number) will be numeric in accordance with block schemes outlined below.  Use of the basic common numbering plan is mandatory.  Alpha characters are not permissible in the last four positions for obligation documents requiring processing by the centralized payment center.  Field stations, at their discretion, may allocate blocks of numbers for local use as long as overall document numbering stays within mandatory categories.  In the case where there is a need for more than the assigned numbers in an alpha series, the particular alpha character and the fiscal year will be reversed.  However, this should not be done until that point in the fiscal year is reached where the originally assigned block is being exceeded. 


For other than travel and transportation obligations, the common numbering plan has three subdivisions: 


Non-Fed RR	Used with all non-Federal purchase orders that require a receiving report. This will include orders to Federal Prison Industries (UNICOR) and Veterans Canteen Service.  Delivery order is the obligation document. 


	


Cert.	Used for all non-Federal certified invoices, including services acquired from VCS, i.e., orders that will not require a receiving report prepared by Supply Service.  Normally, VA Form 4-1358, Estimated Miscellaneous Obligation or Change in Obligation, is the obligation document. 


	


Fed.	Used with all Federal requisitions.  This will include both services and supplies.  Included will be DLA, Depot, OPM, GSA and other Federal providers. 


	


The table below provides the basic plan for other than travel and transportation obligations.  In all cases, the station's 3-digit facility number will precede the digits shown.

[The Computer Assisted Payment Processing System (CAPPS) has incorporated the above common numbering in its edit tables.  All receiving reports and invoices mailed or transmitted to [the VA Finance Center (AFC), Austin, TX,] for entry into CAPPS for subsequent matching and processing to CALM for payment must follow the above specified numbering scheme.]


Common Reference Numbers for CASCA appropriations (36X0110 and 36X0111) will be assigned in accordance with paragraph 10C.01c of this manual.  For the obligation of travel and transportation documents, there are two codes possible T and R.  They are to be used uniformly across the agency without regard to appropriation.  However, stations have the option of splitting blocks within the common number series to segregate different appropriations or to accommodate  other station needs. 


T_0001 - T_9999 - used for all travel authorities and transportation (GTRs and GBLs) being costed to the local station. 


R_0001 - R_9999 - used by RMEC (Regional Medical Education Centers), CEC (Continuing Education Center), DEC (Dental Education Centers) and Executive Training Center for travel authorities and transportation (GTRs) being costed to the host station. 


b.	Basic guidance for assigning common numbers is provided as follows: 


(1)	Beneficiary travel GTRs may be obligated using VA Form 4-1358, provided it receives a number in the 'T' series.  Such VA Forms 4-1358 must be separate from obligations established for other types of beneficiary travel payments.  This will insure that sufficient funds remain in the PAT to cover the GTR payments. 


(2)	Federal Prison Industries (UNICOR) will prepare GBL to invoice transportation to VA.  At time of placing an order with Unicore, include second obligation number from 'T' series in body of purchase order with instructions for GBL preparer to include the full 9-digit common number in appropriate block on GBL.  Establish estimated transportation charges in CALM undelivered orders using 'T' number provided. 


(3)	The numbering system presently used for C&As will not change. 


(4)	Assigning common numbers to annual contracts: 


Fixed amount contracts which incur a definite liability and provide for payment of a fixed amount irrespective of the extent of the services rendered are to be obligated in total at time of contract award and accrued each month through the end of the fiscal year.  Only one common number will be used to obligate these fixed amount service contracts. 


Contracts for variable quantities (i.e., bread, milk and ice cream) which provide for delivery only when and if requested by the VA will be obligated at the time orders are placed for delivery.  Such contracts requiring multiple deliveries will be assigned contract numbers outside the common number used for obligation of funds, in accordance with procurement regulations.  The contract number assigned will be communicated to the vendor for contract administration purposes.  Delivery orders placed against these contracts will be assigned unique common numbers covering the necessary obligation of funds.  The delivery order itself is the obligating document.  Delivery orders should be issued as the requirements are developed throughout the contract period. 


If desired, delivery orders may be issued to cover a specific accounting period, preferably monthly, however, in no event longer than quarterly.  In all instances the vendor must be informed of the proper common number against which to claim payment.  For those situations where it is known in advance the exact number of delivery orders which will be issued during the fiscal year (monthly or quarterly delivery order election), then at time of first order, enough common numbers in sequence should be blocked off to cover all delivery orders for contract through end of the fiscal year.  Contractor may then be informed at the beginning of the contract of the specific common numbers to use when invoicing VA for orders delivered in specific periods.  Blocking off numbers in sequence will also provide the advantage of having receiving reports filed in close proximity to each other, thereby allowing the [AFC] staff the opportunity to match documents when the vendor's invoice misstates the appropriate common number.  Delivery and payment problems should be resolved immediately by the contracting officer as they occur, in the normal process of contract administration. 


(5)	For consistency, the following numbering plan will be adhered to for the types of transactions indicated: 


IF0000 -	Imprest Fund 


TA0000-	Travel Advance 


W_0000 -	Federal Advances 


Z_0000 -	Canceled Checks 


K_0000-	Receivables (OF 1114, SF 1080) - use of alpha character in final four 	positions is permissible such as K_M001. 


X_0000 -	Subsistence


	


c.	Care must be exercised to avoid the assignment of the same number to more than one document at a station during the fiscal year.  Only those documents for which a record is to be established in the random access storage area of the computer system need to be numbered as provided in the above scheme.  These records are called PAT (Pending Accounting Transaction) records.  The document will retain the number until all subsequent actions, such as recording of receiving reports, adjustments, payments, collections of advances and receivables and writeoff of the receivables are accomplished.  This is so because the same PAT record is being used to record the undelivered order, account payable and payment of an advance or payable. 


d.	The PAT number assigned to any given document must be legibly recorded on the source document, including the GTRs for travel obligations.  This action will assist in the identifying of documents received at the [AFC.]


e.	Other documents such as SF 1081, SF 215, OF 1017G, SF 1166, etc. which do not affect a PAT record will be numbered in the usual manner. 


f.	At the beginning of each fiscal year, Fiscal Service will furnish the Supply Service with a number series for each appropriation and fund under which Supply will issue orders.  The numbering series should be kept to an absolute minimum and where practical, only one numbering series for each appropriation should be assigned under which purchase orders will be issued.


12D.03  IDENTIFICATION CODES 


Identification codes are alphanumeric designations that provide the computer with information to identify the type of transaction being processed.  These codes are specifically defined as transaction, status, account, appropriation, etc., codes.  These codes are further defined in subsequent paragraphs and sections of this chapter in connection with their respective functions. 


12D.04  ALD CODES 


 a.	The ALD codes (Appropriation, Limitation, Department) will be used to identify appropriations, funds, general fund receipt accounts, restrictions (limitations, analysis, program) and departments.  The appropriation code identifies the appropriation, fund or general fund receipt account and the limitation code identifies the restriction.  Codes shown for limitations under funds general fund receipt accounts and prior year appropriations are for computer processing purposes only.  They will not be printed out in any report.  The department code identifies the following:

12D.05  TRANSACTION AND STATUS CODES 


a.	Transaction codes define the general type of the transaction such as Supply Fund sales, establishment of an undelivered order, establishment of receivables, collections, payments, etc.  Status codes identify the specific type of transaction such as Supply Fund sales to appropriations, obligation not previously established, an undelivered order for expendable property, a reimbursable earning for services to the Veterans Canteen Service, etc.  Care must be exercised when selecting the appropriate codes since the computer is programmed to select the related accounting entries and update the computer records for selective reporting.
