12D.08  COMPUTER RECORD FORMATS 


 


a.	Computer record formats are designed to provide a means to store specific data in the system for future use.  Computer record formats are described in Section I of this chapter. 


 


b.	Normally records are established by processing the appropriate transaction.  [Under special circumstances it may be necessary to establish or adjust a record without processing a regular transaction.  Field stations may use this procedure but should exercise extreme caution to ensure proper fields are adjusted.] 
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
