CHAPTER 15.  LIABILITY OF TRAINING INSTITUTIONS FOR OVERPAYMENTS


15.01	SCHOOL LIABILITY


a.	Schools are required to report, without delay, the enrollment, interruption and termination of attendance or reduction in training time, as well as excessive absences (occurring before December 18, 1989) for each veteran or eligible person enrolled under chapter 30, 32, 34, 35 or 36 (38 U.S.C. 3034, 3241 and 3684 and 10 U.S.C. 2136).  A school or training establishment may be held liable for an overpayment to a veteran or eligible person if the overpayment was made as a result of:


(1)	Willful or negligent failure of the school to report excessive absences from a course, reduction in training time, discontinuance or interruption; or


(2)	False certification (38 U.S.C. 3685) pertaining to any of the above.
