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CODE SHEET ELIMINATION GUIDE


FOR LCS LOAN GUARANTY











I.  INTRODUCTION





The Code Sheet Elimination (CSE) project is designed to do away with manual preparation, batching and teletype key entry of paper code sheets for data input to four LGY batch systems located at the VA Data Processing Center (DPC) in Austin.  These batch systems are the Liquidation Claim System (LCS), Property Management System (PMS), Portfolio Loan System (PLS) and General Ledger System (GLS).





CSE features menu-driven data entry via Wang terminals with on-line editing of input.  Error messages are displayed on the screen for immediate data correction.  The system automates transaction formatting, as well as batching.  For those stations using the decentralized version of CSE, the system automates transmission of those transactions to the Austin DPC.





All data are to be entered directly from source documents by appropriate Loan Guaranty and Finance personnel.  Detailed coding instructions (definitions, codes, required fields, etc.), as previously published, are generally not changed.  In essence, the intent of CSE is to replace paper code sheets with input screens featuring on-line edits of the data being entered.  In some instances experience in developing this data entry system has revealed situations where adding to the batch system edits has been beneficial in avoiding later batch system rejects.  In those cases, the edits have been "tightened." In no event should the batch system reject a CSE transmitted transaction for an EDIT (as opposed to an AUDIT) reason.





This CSE User's Guide is intended to familiarize users with the data input and report screens, the associated procedures and the system edits.  While most error and warning messages are sufficiently clear to take corrective action, the User's Guide contains both definitions of codes to be entered and the precise wording of the edit requirements behind error messages.  As such, the User's Guide should be used as a resource whenever an error or warning message is not absolutely clear to the user.
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II.  USER'S GUIDE DATA DISPLAY CONVENTIONS





Certain conventions for displaying data on input or report screens are useful , as follows





d:		Use of the small letter "d" on an input screen signifies characters of information


		which the CSE system provides to the operator on a default basis.  If those


		characters are acceptable to the operator, press the TAB key and the system will


		move the curser to the next data input field.  If those characters are not


		acceptable, enter the acceptable data.





N:		Use of the capital letter "N" signifies characters of information provided by the


		CSE system which cannot be changed by the operator.





D:		Use of the capital letter "D" signifies characters of information entered on one


		screen (usually an Entry Screen), now displayed on another screen.  The data 


		cannot be changed on the second screen.





- or -		Use of a period with an underline or just an underline signifies a character of


		information to be entered by the operator.





(605/606)	...:	Use of the transaction type(s) in parentheses followed by three periods with an


		underline or just an underline signifies that the transaction type must be entered


		by the operator.





(641)  641		Use of the transaction type in parentheses followed by the transaction type with


    or		no parenthesis or the use of a transaction type with no parentheses signifies that


641		the system will generate the transaction type when data elements of that transaction


		are entered on the screen.
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III.  SINGLE RECORD ENTRY SCREENS





CSE data input screens are two distinct types.  The first screen is designed for input of transaction data for a single or unique LOAN IDENT or PROPERTY IDENT.  That screen is referred to as a single record screen.  The second screen is designed for input of transaction data for multiple LOAN IDENTs or PROPERTY IDENTs.  That type of screen is called a repeat screen. (Usually it allows for one transaction which is "repeated" several times whether or not the loan or property idents change.)





All single record data input screens are preceded by an "ENTRY" screen; i.e., a screen where the Office of Origin, Type Loan and Loan or Property Number is entered. (Some entry screens may require the input of more data, but all require these three items as a minimum.) An example of a single record entry screen is shown below.

OFFICE OF ORIGIN: As a default value, the system provides the two digit numeric code which corresponds with your Office of Jurisdiction.  If this value is acceptable, press the TAB key to go to the next field.  Otherwise, enter the correct Office of Origin.





LOAN TYPE: Acceptable one digit numeric codes for these fields are defined in the general edits for each subsystem or, if necessary, in the edits for the particular screen.





PROP NUMBER or LOAN NUMBER: This is a seven digit numeric field.  If the property or loan number is less than seven digits in length, that number must be entered with leading zeros to the left so that all seven positions are entered.
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IV.  SINGLE RECORD DATA INPUT SCREENS





Single record data input screen is one where transactions are input for one, and only one, LOAN IDENT or PROPERTY IDENT.  An example of a single record data input screen is shown below.

OFFICE OF JURISDICTION: This field is supplied by the CSE system.  The operator can not change this data.





OFFICE OF ORIGIN; TYPE LOAN; LOAN NUMBER: These fields reflect the data entered on the single record entry screen.  They may not be changed on this data input screen.





NAME CODE: The operator must enter the name code at this point.  Name codes must be alphabetic with no blank spaces prior to an alpha character.  Valid configurations are: AAA, AA. or A ...
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TRANSACTION TYPES:  On this screen the transaction types are system generated when data within the transaction is entered on the screen.  Other single record data input screens require the operator to choose and enter the transaction type(s).





TRANSACTION DATA: The operator enters data in successive underlined data entry fields.  The underline is designed to guide the operator to the proper length and placement of the data element.  The characteristics of the data; e.g. alphabetic or numeric, number of characters, edit requirements, are presented in some detail in individual transaction edit sheets which follow each screen.  If a given data element is required in all cases, the word "YES" will be displayed in the column "REQ'D KEYING".  If it is not required in all cases, the word "NO" will be displayed in that column.  If it is required in one of a pair of transactions, but not the other, an example of the display would be:

LOAN ESTABLISHMENT (Y OR N): This is an example of special questions posed by the system on a transaction data input screen.  The answers to these special questions allow the system to adjust the edits to fit the needs of the situation.  In this case, a yes (Y) answer will invoke the PLS loan establishment string edits while a no (N) answer will not.  A similar question is the coding action (Establish, Change or Delete) required on tax or special assessment segment screens.





NEXT SCREEN: This field is used by the operator to advise the system which screen or menu the operator wishes to use next.  A detailed discussion of this field appears later in these notes.
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V.  REPEAT SCREENS





Repeat screens are those which are designed to input data for multiple LOAN IDENTs or PROPERTY IDENTs or multiple transactions of the same type for a given LOAN IDENT or PROPERTY IDENT.  An example of a repeat screen is shown below.

DATE POSTED: This field corresponds to the field TRANSACTION DATE found in most accounting transactions.  As in this case, CSE generally provides the current date as a default value for transaction dates.  If that date is acceptable, TAB to the next field.  If it is not acceptable, enter the correct date.  This date will be entered in all transactions entered on this screen.





SCHEDULE NUMBER: Like DATE POSTED, this is an example of a data entry field where data is entered one time on the repeat screen but is transferred to each transaction entered on that screen.
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OFFICE OF JURISDICTION: This field is supplied by the CSE system.  The operator can not change this data.





OFFICE OF ORIGIN: The system provides the two digit numeric code which corresponds with your Office of Jurisdiction.  If this value is acceptable, press the TAB key to go to the next field.  Otherwise, enter the correct Office of Origin.





LOAN TYPE: Acceptable one digit numeric codes for these fields are defined in the general edits for each subsystem or, if necessary, in the edits for the particular screen.  For screens on Finance menus, TYPE must be entered on the first transaction line.  If TYPE is not entered on subsequent lines but transaction data is entered for those lines, the CSE system will assume the operator means to use the last TYPE entered above and will use that value in forming the transactions.  If a new TYPE is entered, CSE will use the new value.  For screens on Loan Guaranty menus, TYPE must be entered for each transaction.





PROP NUMBER or LOAN NUMBER: This is a seven digit numeric field.  If the property or loan number is less than seven digits in length, that number must be entered with leading zeros to the left so that all seven positions are entered.  For screens on Finance menus, PROP NUMBER or LOAN NUMBER must be entered on the first transaction line.  If PROP NUMBER or LOAN NUMBER is not entered on subsequent lines but transaction data is entered for those lines, the CSE system will assume the operator means to use the last PROP NUMBER or LOAN NUMBER entered above and will use that value in forming the transactions.  If a new PROP NUMBER or LOAN NUMBER is entered, CSE will use the new value.  For screens on Loan Guaranty menus, PROP NUMBER or LOAN NUMBER must be entered for each transaction.





NAME CODE: The operator must enter the name code at this point.  Name codes must be alphabetic with no blank spaces prior to an alpha character.  Valid configurations are: AAA, AA. or A...





TRANSACTION TYPES: On this screen the transaction types must be entered by the operator since there is a choice of two different transaction types possible.  On some Repeat Screens only one transaction type is allowed and, thus, entry of that field is not required.
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TRANSACTION DATA: The operator enters data in successive underlined data entry fields.  The underline is designed to guide the operator to the proper length and placement of the data element.  The characteristics of the data; e.g. alphabetic or numeric, number of characters, edit requirements, are presented in some detail in individual transaction edit sheets which follow each screen.





LEADING ZEROS: All numeric data entry fields must be completely filled with numeric characters.  In


instances where the significant digits of the information to be entered do not completely fill the data


entry field, the data must be right justified and preceded with sufficient leading zeros to complete


the entry.





DECIMAL POINTS: Data entry fields requiring decimal points will have the decimal points displayed prior to data entry.  When entering information into these fields, it is important to ensure that the decimal point continues to be placed where originally displayed.  This means the operator must use the PERIOD key to replicate the decimal point or the ARROW key to pass over it when entering data into one of these fields.





DATES:  All dates are to be entered in a 6 digit month, day, year format (MMDDYY).





ADDRESSES: Addresses are to be entered on a maximum of four lines with the ZIP code being entered separately.   The last line of address is to contain only the city or post office and the state abbreviation.   Directional prefixes North, South, East and West are to be abbreviated as N, S, E and W respectively.  No punctuation marks are to be used in address fields.
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VI.  SPECIAL USE KEYS





The CSE system utilizes specific keys on the keyboard to perform special functions.  Those keys referenced with a PF are the programmable function keys located across the top of the keyboard.  The PF keys range from PFI through PF32.  PF keys 17 through 32 are activated when the CAP SHIFT key is depressed along with the PF key selection (this is the same as if you were typing an alphabetic or numeric character in upper case).  If it appears as though an allowable PF key selection is not working, check to see if the CAP LOCK is set ON.  It may be that the PF18 key is being selected instead of the intended PF2 key.





Below is a listing of those special keys and a description of their usage.





A.	 PF2 - The system returns to the single record entry screen to allow entering a different loan number.  Any transaction data which may have been entered on the transaction data input screen prior to depressing the PF2 key will not be saved.  This programmable function key does not work on repeat screens.





B.	PF3 - The system returns to the calling menu.  PF3 may be used from either a single record entry screen or a transaction data input screen.  As with PF2, any transaction data which may have been entered on the transaction data input screen prior to depressing the PF3 key will not be saved.  Please note that the calling menu is the last menu used by the operator and may be for a different subsystem than the one presently being used.  For example, the operator might enter using the Loan Guaranty PM menu; then, using the next screen function, go to a LCS screen and then to a PLS screen.  Use of the PF3 key on the PLS screen would cause the system to return to the Loan Guaranty PM menu not the Loan Guaranty PLS menu.





C.	ENTER/RETURN - Performs differently depending upon where it is used within the  CSE  system.





-- ENTER, when used on a MENU screen, the system will go to the selected screen or report option from the menu (e.g., Option 1 from the Loan Guaranty PMS Menu will cause the system to go to screen TPM01).
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--ENTER, when used on a single record entry screen, will record the LOAN IDENT or PROPERTY IDENT and move the operator to the corresponding transaction data input screen.





-- ENTER, when used on a transaction data input screen (single record or repeat), will cause the system to first edit all the data entry fields on the transaction data input screen.   If an error condition results, the system will display the appropriate error message and stay on the transaction data input screen until all fields pass the edits.   Upon pressing ENTER and passing all the edits, the transaction data will be recorded in the CSE database and the system will return to the single record entry screen for that single record transaction data input screen or to a blank screen in the case of a repeat screen, provided the NEXT SCREEN field is left blank.  (See Next Screen options for additional functions.)





D.	TAB - Will move the cursor to the next data entry field.





E.	BACK TAB -  Will move the cursor to the preceding data entry field.





F.	INSERT - Will allow insertion of characters or blanks within a data entry field.





G.	DELETE - Will allow deletion of one character at a time within a data entry field.





H.	ERASE - Will delete everything to the right of the cursor within a data entry field.





1.	HOME - Will move the cursor to the first data entry field on the screen.





J.	ARROW KEYS - Move the cursor around the screen.
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VII.  NEXT SCREEN PROCESSING





The NEXT SCREEN function is an important concept to understand.  If used incorrectly, it may appear that a transaction is being recorded in the CSE database when in reality it is not.  The NEXT SCREEN field appears on every CSE transaction data input screen.  The following is a list of the different options which may be used for entry in the NEXT SCREEN field.





A.	BLANK - Upon pressing ENTER/RETURN, this option will cause the system to record the transaction in the CSE database and return to a single record entry screen or to a blank repeat screen as appropriate.





B.	SCREEN NUMBER - With this option, upon entering a valid screen number, the system will record all transactions entered on the transaction data input screen and will then bring up the requested next screen.  For example, the operator is using screen TPM01 to assign a management broker and wants to go to screen TPM02 to record the property description.  The operator must complete the TPM01 transactions, enter "TPM02" in the NEXT SCREEN field, and press ENTER.  The TPM01 transaction data will be recorded in the CSE database and the TPM02 screen will be displayed for entry of property description transaction data.





C.	DONE - Entering "DONE" in the NEXT SCREEN field and pressing ENTER will cause the system to record the transactions entered on the transaction data input screen and return the operator to the calling menu.





D.	EXIT - Entering "EXIT" in the NEXT SCREEN field and pressing ENTER will take the operator out of the CSE System to the initial WANG system menu.  However, it will not record transactions from the transaction data input screen in the CSE database.
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VIII.  EXTRACT AND TRANSMISSION PROCESSING AT DECENTRALIZED CSE STATIONS





Once each day at a designated time at each of the stations having the decentralized version of CSE, the CSE system will be brought down for a few minutes by the Systems Administrator.  At this time the transaction data that has been entered since the last transmission to Austin will be extracted from the local database files and formatted into transactions for the four batch systems.





These GLS, LCS, PMS and PLS transactions, with the exception of PLS transactions which are part of an uncompleted loan establishment string, will then be transmitted to the Austin TX Data Processing Center (DPC).  Generally, these transactions will update the batch system master files the evening of the day that they are extracted and transmitted.  This means that the result of those transactions are generally available the next morning on the Rapid Access system by use of the LINQ command.





As part of this extract and transmission process, transactions are grouped into batches.   The number of transactions in each batch is counted and the appropriate accounting balances are totaled.  A listing of these transactions, showing batch counts and totals, is produced to provide evidence that the transactions were transmitted to and received by the Austin DPC.





Transactions that have been transmitted to Austin are removed from the local database and may no longer be retrieved and changed when the system is brought back up after extract processing.  Transactions on PLS accounts with uncompleted loan establishment strings are retained on the local database and may continue to be retrieved and changed until the loan establishment string is completed and has been sent to Austin.  PLS loan establishment strings are discussed more completely in the PLS Loan Guaranty and PLS Finance User's Guides.
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IX.  INSTRUCTIONS FOR STATIONS WITH THE CENTRALIZED VERSION OF CSE





A.	 INTRODUCTION





1.	The CSE (Code Sheet Elimination) system was designed to permit loan technicians and clerks of the Loan Guaranty and Finance activities at regional offices to directly enter transactions for GLS (General Ledger System), PMS (Property Management System), PLS (Portfolio Loan System) and LCS (Liquidation and Claims System) on formatted screens.  The system is written in the fourth generation language FOCUS and was originally designed to run only on the local Wang minicomputer systems.  The local Wang system version of CSE is now operational at a number of regional offices having the FOCUS software package on the Wang system.  In order to provide other regional offices with similar capability, a centralized version of CSE was developed to run on the Amdahl mainframe at the Austin DPC.  To use centralized CSE, users will log-on remotely to the Austin Amdahl mainframe.  This will normally be done using Wang terminals which may also be used for LGY Rapid Access.  However, other terminals that have access to the Austin Amdahl system may be used.  These are instructions for CSE using a Wang terminal or any terminal with 3274 capability.





***************************VERY IMPORTANT NOTE***************************


DO NOT LOG-ON TO CSE BETWEEN 11:15 A.M. AND 11:45 A.M. (Local Time) EACH DAY.  IF LOGGED ON AT 11:15, QUICKLY FINISH THE TRANSACTION AND LOG-OFF THE CSE SYSTEM.  DURING THIS TIME PERIOD, THE TRANSACTIONS WHICH HAVE BEEN SUBMITTED SINCE THE PREVIOUS WORKDAY'S EXTRACT WILL BE EXTRACTED FOR TONIGHT'S PROCESSING.  TRANSACTIONS ENTERED IN CSE BEFORE 11:15 WILL UPDATE THE MASTER RECORDS TONIGHT.  TRANSACTIONS ENTERED IN CSE AFTER THIS EXTRACT WILL PROCESS IN THE BATCH SYSTEM THE EVENING OF THE NEXT WORKDAY.  DURING EXTRACT PROCESSING, THE CSE SYSTEM WILL BE BROUGHT DOWN AND THE DATABASES WILL BE CLEARED.  TRANSACTIONS FOR TONIGHT'S BATCH PROCESSING CANNOT BE ENTERED AFTER 11:15 A.M.

2.	Procedures to reach the WELCOME TO VACCESS screen are established by the regional office and may differ from terminal to terminal.  The position of the 'enter' key on the keyboard may also differ with different terminal manufacturers.  The system administrator or 'key user' within the division will have the necessary steps.  If there is a special printer assigned for printing data screens, the system administrator will also assign a PRINT CLASS to use with the special print instructions in paragraph 4.
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B.  LOG-ON





Austin TSO users will be able to enter CSE (provided authority has been granted to enter CSE) by entering 'CSE' to the READY prompt.  Most CSE users are not general TSO users, but will be automatically set up to use a special procedure that is designed specifically for CSE users.  This procedure is discussed in subparagraphs a through d below.





1.	WELCOME TO VACCESS TIMESHARING AT THE AUSTIN DPC will appear on the screen, as shown below.  Press PF2; or type T and press enter; or type AUSTSO and press enter.

2.	A prompt requesting the user's ID will be on the top of the next screen:

At this point, type in your Austin user ID.  Press enter.
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IMPORTANT:  It is very important that new users read and save the letter they receive which assigns the user ID and initial password.  The top secret user ID is a seven character ID which includes the user's initials.  It will display on the screen.  Users can change the top secret password and the system will prompt the user to supply a new top secret password every 30 days.  This password must consist of six to eight nonrepeating letters which are easily remembered.  A new user should choose a password and be prepared to supply this new password at the initial log-on.





	3.  TSO LOG-ON SCREEN.  The next screen to appear will be the TSO LOG-ON SCREEN.

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(a)	On this screen, the cursor will be positioned at the password field.  Key in your current password.  A new password may be entered to replace the current password.  This will then be the password that will be used the next time log-on to Austin for CSE or LRA is performed.  Passwords do not display on the screen for security reasons.  Entries should only be made to the password fields on this screen.  The entries in the other fields are set up to pass directly into CSE.  Do not change these entries.  Leave the rest of the screen alone.  Press enter.





(b)	 If a password has expired and a new one has not been entered, the system will prompt for a new password at this point.  Passwords are good for 30 days and then must be replaced.  If a new password has been entered, that now becomes the current password and must be used the next time log-on to Austin (LRA or CSE) is performed.





NOTE: Problems with top secret log-on (including a forgotten password) may be resolved through the Austin Help Desk at FTS 524-6780.





4.  If the TSO ENTRY SCREEN has been entered and, if necessary, the new password, the next screen that should appear will be the initial CSE screen.  This screen will appear for several seconds while the system allocates files

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C.	LOG-OFF.





To exit CSE, type E in any of the CSE menu screens.  If the regular CSE log-on was performed, the system will exit CSE, TSO and Austin.  If log-on was performed by entering CSE at the READY prompt within TSO, it will return to TSO.





D.	SPECIAL PRINT INSTRUCTIONS.





The following special instructions must be followed only if a LOCAL PRINT CLASS has been assigned.  If a local print class has not been assigned, simply press the PRINT key when a hard copy of a screen display is required.





1.  When a user log-on is entered and accepted, a new SNA session begins and the WELCOME TO THE VBA ACCESS SYSTEM screen is displayed.  If screen printouts are required during the session, the following steps are required to direct the print to the proper printer.  It is suggested that these be performed at this time.





(a)	 Press the HELP key.  The HELP screen will appear as follows:

(b)	 Press the PF2 key.  On the screen which then appears, the cursor will be positioned at LOCAL PRINT CLASS.  Type the number assigned by the system administrator AND PRESS ENTER.
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(c)	Press the PF1 key to return to the VBA menu, and continue working.





(d)	When a hard copy of a displayed screen is required, press the PRINT key on the


number pad (located on the right side of the keyboard).





2.  Steps (1) through (3) above are required only once during each session and may be performed at any time before the first printout is requested.  Step (3) (press PF1 key) will cause the system to return to whichever screen was displayed prior to the HELP screen.
