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CHAPTER 3.  ADP (AUTOMATIC DATA PROCESSING CODES)



3.01	GENERAL



	This chapter lists and defines the various ADP codes used in operations of LCS (Liquidation and Claims System) for system operations.  Included are codes for the input transaction types, for the transaction edits (numeric) and audits (alpha), and for system-generated RPOs (record printouts).



a.	Generally, the transaction edits examine coded data within a single input transaction or string of transactions prior to the update run. If a data element fails to meet the edit criteria, the entire transaction or transaction string is rejected to safeguard the system from erroneous or incomplete data.  The CSE (code sheet elimination) system provides for on-line editing of individual transactions and transaction strings.  Audits, on the other hand, which are performed during update processing, compare the edited transaction input data to other data fields already in the master record and to the current stage and status.  If a data element in the transaction or if the transaction type itself fails to pass the audit tests, the entire transaction or transaction string is rejected as inconsistent or incompatible with the master record as it stands.  The CSE system does not perform any audits since it does not have the LCS batch system master records available to compare against the transactions being input.



b.	The edit rejects are identified on Batch Status Messages transmitted by LCS each day as the edits are performed on accumulated batches of data input (fig. 2).  When transactions are entered via the CSE system, there should be no edit rejects from the LCS batch system.  If any such edits occur, that fact should be brought to the immediate attention of the Loan Guaranty Systems Coordination Staff in Central Office.  The audit rejects appear first on the LCS Transactions Processed or Rejected message at the regional office each morning after each nighttime update run (fig. 4).  Hard-copy RPOs follow by mail with an Edit and Audit Reject List to assist in analyzing the audit errors (figs. 6 and 7).  Attention to the particular reason(s) for rejection of a transactions or series of transactions is necessary for prompt, effective correction of valid data.  Refer to chapter 6 for detailed control procedures.



c.	The ADP codes are arranged in this chapter as follows:



(1)	Transaction types (par. 3.02).



(2)	General edits for all transaction types (par. 3.03).



(3)	Edits for specific transaction types (pars. 3.04 through 3.16).
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(4)	Audits for specific transaction types (pars. 3.18 through 3.22).



(5)	RPO reason codes (par. 3.23).



d.	The edits listed in paragraphs 3.03 through 3.16 are edits in the LCS batch system.  The CSE data entry system duplicates these edits and in some instances introduces edits which go beyond those listed.  Appendix B, CSE User Guide, contains all edits as they apply to particular screens in the CSE system.

3.17	MASTER RECORD AUDITS



a.	Audits compare input transactions and the edited data to the existing master record for consistency and compatibility.  Failure to pass the audit requirements usually causes the transaction to be rejected and an RPO to be produced to assist review and analysis leading to correction of input or adjustment of the record.  The rejected transaction is identified on the daily LCS transactions processed or rejected message and appears on the printed edit and audit reject list.  In a few instances (e.g., -DC and -DF) the transaction is accepted, but an audit RPO message is generated to call for the review of certain questionable data.   In the description of audits, " M/R" refers to master record data and T/R refers to transaction data.



b .	The audit RPO reason codes are listed and defined in alphabetic reason code sequence in paragraphs 3.18 through 3.22. The two-digit reason codes are keyed to particular input transaction series as follows:
