ISSUE(S):  Equal Access to Justice Act (EAJA) Fees





ACTION BY COURT:  Part granted, part denied	DECISION DATE:  April 18, 2000





FACTS/ANALYSIS:  The veteran applied for EAJA fees for his attorney in connection with an appeal to the Court of Appeals for Veterans Claims.  VA did not oppose the attorney fees.  The Court reviewed the fee agreement on its own motion.  The veteran applied for additional attorney fees for work done by his attorney during the Court’s review of the fee agreement.  The Court granted the first application in full but denied the request for the additional amount.  The Court gave two reasons for its denial of the additional amount of EAJA fees.  First, the Court is not an “agency of the United States for EAJA purposes.”  Second, the Court noted that the activity subsequent to the original EAJA application involved fee-agreement issues that “related to the EAJA application only in a collateral way.”
