On February 22, 2000, the petitioner filed a petition for extraordinary relief in the nature of mandamus.  He complains that the Secretary has refused to respond to his appeal for "REDRESS, in defiance of Common Law."





"The remedy of mandamus is a drastic one, to be invoked only in extraordinary situations."  Kerr v. United States District Court, 426 U.S. 394, 402 (1976).  Before a court may issue a writ, petitioners must demonstrate that:  (1) they have a clear and indisputable right to the writ and (2) they lack adequate alternative means to obtain the relief they seek.  Erspamer v. Derwinski, 1 Vet.App. 3, 9 (1990).  In this case, the petitioner has neither shown a clear and indisputable right to the writ, nor demonstrated that administrative remedies have been exhausted.





On consideration of the foregoing, it is





ORDERED that the petitioner's motion for extraordinary relief in the nature of mandamus is DENIED.
