On 9 August 2004, the VA published a final rule, effective retroactively to 6 December 2002, to amend its adjudication regulations in order to factor in nonservice-connected hearing loss of one ear when hearing loss in the other ear is service connected and hearing loss manifests to a specified degree, thus enabling VA to pay compensation for such claims as if the combined hearing loss in both ears is service connected.
