Modifications in this supplement include the following:





	1. On 30 December 1999, the VA published a final rule, effective retroactively to 12 February 1999, to amend the Rules of Practice of the Board of Veterans’ Appeals with respect to “clear and unmistakable error.” Change:


		• In §20.1400(b)(1), replaced “Those decisions” with “Decisions on issues.”





	2. On 6 January 2000, the VA published a final rule, effective 7 February 2000, to amend the regulations concerning payment of per diem to State homes that provide nursing home care to eligible veterans. Changes:


		• Added a note immediately preceding §17.190;


		• In §§17.190–193 and 17.197–198, removed references to nursing home care; 


		• Removed §17.195; and


		• Added new Parts 51 (Per Diem for Nursing Home Care of Veterans in State Homes) and 58 (Forms) to Title 38, c.f.r.





	3. On 11 January 2000, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to revise all references in Title 38, Ch. I, to “Office of Counsel to the Chairman (01C)” to read “Office of the Senior Deputy Vice Chairman (012).” Changes:


		• The revision was made in §§20.608, 20.609, 20.610, and 20.711.





	4. On 21 January 2000, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to establish an interpretive rule reflecting its conclusion that 38 U.S.C. 1318(b) authorizes payment of dependency and indemnity compensation only in cases where the veteran had, during his or her lifetime, established a right to receive total service-connected disability compensation from VA for the period required by that statute or would have established such a right if not for clear and unmistakable error by VA. Changes:


		• In §3.22, redesignated paragraphs (b)–(e) as paragraphs (e)–(h), respectively; revised the section heading, paragraph (a), and newly redesignated paragraph (f); and added new paragraphs (b)–(d); and


		• In §3.54, removed paragraph (c)(2) and redesignated paragraphs (c)(1) and (c)(1)(i)–(iii) as paragraphs (c) and (c)(1)–(3), respectively.
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
