On 14 July 2000, the VA published a final rule, effective retroactively to 30 November 1999 (for §§3.22 and 3.309) and 1 December 1999 (for §3.55), to reflect changes made by the Veterans Millennium Health Care and Benefits Act concerning payment of dependency and indemnity compensation to the surviving spouses of certain former prisoners of war; the provision of health care, education, and home loan benefits to surviving spouses upon termination of their remarriages; and the addition of bronchiolo-alveolar carcinoma to the list of diseases that VA presumes are the result of exposure to radiation during active military service. Changes:


		• In §3.22, added new paragraph (a)(2)(iii);


		• In §3.55, redesignated paragraphs (a)(4)–(6) as (a)(5)–(6) and (8), respectively, and added new paragraphs (a)(4) and (a)(7); and
