On 30 August 2000, the VA published a final common rule, effective 29 September 2000, to provide for the enforcement of Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, as amended, by (among other Federal agencies) the Department of Veterans Affairs. Title IX prohibits recipients of Federal financial assistance from discriminating on the basis of sex in education programs or activities, and the regulations provide guidance to recipients of Federal financial assistance who administer education programs or activities. Change:


		• Added a new Part 23 to Title 38.





	2. On 11 September 2000, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to amend regulations regarding National Service Life Insurance and Veterans Special Life Insurance by providing cash values for term-capped policies and further providing the options to either receive the cash value in a lump sum or to purchase paid-up insurance upon the termination of the contract before maturity. Change:


		• Added a new §8.37 to Part 8.





	3. On 14 September 2000, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to provide that a Member of the Board of Veterans’ Appeals may also be known as a “veterans law judge.” Change:
