On 6 March 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective 5 April 2001, to amend the evaluation criteria used by the VA to determine the amount of monthly monetary allowance it pays to an individual born with spina bifida whose biological father or mother is a Vietnam veteran. The amendment adds a provision allowing the Director of the Compensation and Pension Service to adjust the payment level for individuals with disabling impairments due to spina bifida that are not addressed in the evaluation criteria. Changes:


		• In §3.814, revised the section heading, and paragraphs (a), (c)(2), and (d).





	2. On 6 March 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to rescind a rule originally published on 14 September 2000 which provided that a Member of the Board of Veterans' Appeals might also be known as a Veterans Law Judge. Because the amendment was published without providing an opportunity for notice and comment, and because subsequent objections were received, the VA has agreed to rescind the amendment and republish it as a proposed rule.
