On 16 October 2000, the VA published a final rule, effective 1 June 2001, to expand the current requirement that some reservists receiving educational assistance under the Montgomery GI Bill–Selected Reserve verify their pursuit of a program of education monthly to include those reservists who are pursuing a standard college degree, and to reduce the number of reports VA receives from educational institutions. Changes:


		• In §21.7635, Revised paragraph (c)(1) introductory text;


		• In §21.7654, added introductory text, revised paragraph (a), and redesignated paragraph (b) as (c) and added a new paragraph (b); and


		• Revised §21.7656.

	2. On 2 May 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective 1 June 2001, to allow any claimants who file a timely Notice of Disagreement to obtain a de novo review of their claims at the Veterans Service Center level before deciding whether to proceed with the traditional appeal process. A correction was published on 9 May 2001. Changes:


		• In §3.104, revised paragraph (a);


		• In §3.105, revised paragraph (b); and


		• Added a new §3.2600.





	3. On 8 May 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective 9 July 2001, to implement a decision of the Secretary of Veterans Affairs that there is a positive association between exposure to herbicides used in Vietnam during the Vietnam era and the subsequent development of Type 2 diabetes. Change:


		• In § 3.309, added reference in paragraph (e) to Type 2 diabetes.





	4. On 8 May 2001, the VA published an interim final rule, effective that same date, to amend regulations concerning reasonable charges for medical care or services provided or furnished by VA to a veteran: (1) for a nonservice-connected disability for which the veteran is entitled to care (or the payment of expenses of care) under a health plan contract; (2) for a nonservice-connected disability incurred incident to the veteran’s employment and covered under a worker’s compensation law or plan that provides reimbursement or indemnification for such care and services; or (3) for a nonservice-connected disability incurred as a result of a motor vehicle accident in a State that requires automobile accident reparations insurance. The rule also updates databases and other provisions for the purpose of providing more precise charges. Changes:


		• Revised §17.101.





	5. On 18 May 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective retroactively to 17 October 1998, to reflect changes made by The Strom Thurmond National Defense Authorization Act of Fiscal Year 1999 with respect to issuance of United States flags for burials of certain members of the Selected Reserve. Change:


		• In §1.10, added a new paragraph (a)(1)(v).
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
