The file will contain a brief, plain-language description of every substantive modification made since the last update.


By reading the Highlights file immediately upon receipt of an updated disk, you will know what changes have been made to the Title 38 regulations during the last supplement period.

Modifications in this supplement include the following: 


1. On 31 May 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective 2 July 2001, to revise that portion of the digestive system section in the Schedule for Rating Disabilities that addresses disabilities of the liver, in order to update this portion of the rating schedule to ensure that it uses current medical terminology and unambiguous criteria, and that it reflects medical advances that have occurred since the last review. Changes:



• Revised §4.112; and



• Amended §4.114.


2. On 14 June 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date (and applied retroactively to 1 October 2000), to adjust the rates of subsistence allowance and educational assistance payable under the Educational Assistance Test Program by increasing them 4% over the rates payable for the 1999-2000 academic year. Changes:



• In §§21.5820 and 21.5822, changed dates and dollar amounts accordingly.


3. On 14 June 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date (rates to be applied retroactively), to amend the regulations governing rates of educational assistance payable under the Montgomery GI Bill–Active Duty, and the regulations governing rates of Survivors’ and Dependents’ Educational Assistance, to reflect increases required by statutory provisions. Changes:



• In §21.3045, revised paragraph (h);



• In §21.3131, revised paragraph (a);



• In §21.3300, revised paragraph (c);



• In §21.3333, changed dates and amounts in paragraphs (a) and (b);



• In §21.7136, revised paragraphs (b) and (c)(1)–(3), and added new paragraphs (c)(4)–(5); and



• In §21.7137, revised paragraph (a), the introductory texts of paragraphs (b) and (c), and paragraph (c)(2).


4. On 14 June 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to delegate to certain officers of the entity performing loan servicing functions under a contract with the Secretary, authority to execute all documents necessary for the servicing and termination of a loan made or acquired by the Secretary. Change:



• In §36.4342, added a new paragraph (e).
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
