The file will contain a brief, plain-language description of every substantive modification made since the last update.


By reading the Highlights file immediately upon receipt of an updated disk, you will know what changes have been made to the Title 38 regulations during the last supplement period.

Modifications in this supplement include the following: 


1. On 26 June 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to establish regulations regarding grants to States for the construction or acquisition of State homes for furnishing domiciliary and nursing home care to veterans, or for the expansion, remodeling, or alteration of existing State homes for furnishing domiciliary, nursing home, or adult day health care to veterans. Changes:



• Removed §§17.210–17.222; and



• Added a new Part 59.


2. On 10 July 2001, the VA published an interim final rule, effective that same date, to amend the Rules of Practice of the Board of Veterans’ Appeals to provide that, when a motion to revise a Board decision on the grounds of clear and unmistakable error fails to provide specific allegations of error, the Board will dismiss the motion without prejudice to refiling. Changes:



• In §20.1404, revised paragraph (b); and



• In §20.1409, revised paragraph (b).


3. On 12 July 2001, the VA published an interim final rule, effective retroactively to 29 May 2000 (except for §17.1004, which is effective 19 July 2001), to implement provisions of the Veterans Millennium Health Care and Benefits Act by establishing provisions for payment or reimbursement for certain non-VA emergency services furnished to veterans for nonservice-connected conditions. Change:



• Added new §§17.1000 through 17.1008.


4. On 17 July 2001, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to adopt as a final rule the provisions of an interim final rule that amended the Rules of Practice of the Board of Veterans’ Appeals relating to challenges to Board decisions on the grounds of “clear and unmistakable error;” this amendment provides for notification of the party’s representative and an opportunity for a response when the Board receives a request for CUE review. Change:



• In §20.1405, revised paragraph (a).


5. On 23 July 2001, the VA published an interim final rule, effective that same date, to clarify that the Board of Veterans’ Appeals may obtain medical opinions from health care professionals in VA’s Veterans Health Administration. Change:



• In §20.901, revised paragraph (a).
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
