Modifications in this supplement include the following: 





	1. On 29 April 2003, the VA published an interim final rule, effective that same date, to amend medical regulations concerning ìreasonable chargesî for medical care or services provided or furnished by VA to a veteran for a (a) nonservice-connected disability for which the veteran is entitled to care (or the payment of expenses of care) under a health plan contract; (b) nonservice-connected disability incurred incident to the veteranís employment and covered under a workerís compensation law or plan that provides reimbursement or indemnification for such care and services; or (c) nonservice-connected disability incurred as a result of a motor vehicle accident in a State that requires automobile accident reparations insurance. The regulations contain a methodology designed to establish VA charges that replicate, insofar as possible, the 80th percentile of community charges, adjusted to the market areas in which VA facilities are located, and trended forward to the time period during which the charges will be used. On 14 May 2003, the VA published a final rule, effective 13 June 2003, to amend the Schedule for Rating Disabilities to state more explicitly the method of evaluation of tinnitus under diagnostic code 6260 in the portion of the rating schedule that addresses evaluation of disabilities of the ear; and to codify current standard VA practice by stating that recurrent tinnitus will be assigned only a single 10-percent evaluation whether it is perceived in one ear, both ears, or somewhere in the head.
