On 21 July 2003, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to amend regulations governing rates of basic educational assistance payable under the Montgomery GI BillñSelected Reserve for Fiscal Year 2003 (October 1, 2002, through September 30, 2003) to show a 1.5% increase in these rates. Changes:

On 25 July 2003, the VA published an interim final rule, effective that same date (except for ß17.96(e), effective 25 August 2003), to provide that, in limited circumstances, VA may provide medication prescribed by a non-VA physician to veterans enrolled in VAís health care system prior to July 25, 2003, if the veterans have requested an initial appointment for primary care in a VA health care facility before July 25, 2003, and were unable to obtain an initial appointment for primary care within 30 days; the rule establishes specific requirements that veterans must meet to receive such medications and it establishes limits on the types and quantities of medication VA may provide.
