By reading the Highlights file immediately upon receipt of an updated disk, you will know what changes have been made to the Title 38 regulations during the last supplement period.

Modifications in this supplement include the following: 


1. On 11 March 2004, the VA published a final rule, effective retroactively to 25 September 2003, to adopt as final—without change—the interim rule affecting §1.631 originally published on 25 September 2003.


2. On 29 March 2004, the VA published a final rule, effective 28 April 2004, to amend regulations governing grants to States to establish, expand, or improve State veterans’ cemeteries in order to comply with a statutory change effected by the Veterans Programs Enhancement Act of 1998 which changed the grant formula from a 50-50 Federal-State matching program to a program that authorizes up to 100 percent Federal funding of certain costs. The rule also simplified the preapplication process and established a system of prioritizing grant applications. Change:

3. On 15 April 2004, the VA published a final rule, effective retroactively to 23 July 2001, to adopt as final an interim final rule affecting §20.901 originally published on 23 July 2001. The only change was to the authority citation following paragraph (a).


4. On 20 April 2004, the VA published a final rule, effective 20 May 2004, to amend the BVA’s Rules of Practice to simplify notice procedures relating to withdrawal of services by a representative after certification of an appeal. Change:
