The file will contain a brief, plain-language description of every substantive modification made since the last update.


By reading the Highlights file immediately upon receipt of an updated disk, you will know what changes have been made to the Title 38 regulations during the last supplement period.

Modifications in this supplement include the following: 


1. On 4 June 2004, the VA published a final rule to adopt as final without change an interim final rule affecting §20.1405 that was originally published on 12 September 2003. An appropriate Federal Register citation has been added at the end of §20.1405.


2. On 8 June 2004, the VA published a final rule to change the effective date of a rule originally published on 8 May 2001 (66 Fed. Reg. 23166) which added diabetes mellitus type 2 to the list of diseases in §3.309(e) that are presumed to be due to exposure to herbicides used in Vietnam. Change:



( The effective date of the rule is changed from 9 July 2001 (per the original publication) to 8 May 2001.


3. On 1 July 2004, the VA published a final rule, effective 2 August 2004, to extend eligibility for burial in a national cemetery to a remarried surviving spouse who died on or after January 1, 2000, based on his or her prior marriage to an eligible veteran, and to extend eligibility for burial in a national cemetery to New Philippine Scouts who lawfully resided in the United States and died on or after December 16, 2003. Changes:

4. On 1 July 2004, the VA published a final rule, effective 2 August 2004, to amend VA’s medical regulations by modifying provisions regarding the methodology of computing copayments for extended care services provided to veterans. Change:

5. On 19 July 2004, the VA published an interim final rule, effective that same date, to amend the VBA’s adjudication regulations concerning the definition of date of receipt by authorizing the Under Secretary for Benefits to establish exceptions to the general rule when a natural or man-made event interferes with the channels through which VBA ordinarily receives correspondence, resulting in extended delays in receipt of claims, information or evidence from claimants served by VBA.
