Under this amendment, benefits are payable for additional disability or death caused by VA hospital care, medical or surgical treatment, or examination only if VA fault or ìan event not reasonably foreseeableî proximately caused the disability or death; benefits also are payable for additional disability or death proximately caused by VAís provision of training and rehabilitation services or CWT program.
