By reading the Highlights file immediately upon receipt of an updated disk, you will know what changes have been made to the Title 38 regulations during the last supplement period.

Modifications in this supplement include the following: 


1. On 8 October 2008, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to amend regulations regarding the authority to provide one-time outpatient dental treatment to eligible veterans following discharge or release from active duty. Changes:

2. On 8 October 2008, the VA published a final rule, effect that same date, to affirm as final, with changes, an interim final rule (originally published at 66 FR 33845, June 26, 2001) that amended regulations regarding grants to States for the construction or acquisition of State homes for furnishing domiciliary and nursing home care to veterans, or for the expansion, remodeling, or alteration of existing State homes for furnishing domiciliary, nursing home, or adult day health care to veterans. Changes:

3. On 17 October 2008, the VA published a correction, effective that same date, to final regulations published at 71 FR 78368 (29 December 2006) concerning payment of benefits to survivors of estates of deceased beneficiaries. The non-substantive change removes the first sentence of §3.816, and removes the word also in the second sentence of that section.


4. On 29 October 2008, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to amend its adjudication regulations regarding service connection for posttraumatic stress disorder by eliminating the requirement of evidence corroborating occurrence of the claimed in-service stressor in claims in which PTSD is diagnosed in service. Change:

5. On 3 November 2008, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to adopt with changes an interim final rule implementing provisions of the Veterans Benefits, Health Care, and Information Technology Act of 2006 concerning disclosure of information to organ, tissue and eye procurement organizations. The rule provides authority for the VA to provide individually-identifiable VA medical records of veterans or dependents of veterans who are deceased or whose death is imminent to representatives of organ procurement organizations, eye banks, and tissue banks to determine whether the patients are suitable potential donors; modifies the interim final rule to clarify the definition of near death and to correct a grammatical error in the definition of procurement organization; and clarifies that eye bank and tissue bank registration with FDA must have an active status. Changes:

( In §1.514b, revised paragraph (d).


6. On 3 November 2008, the VA published a final rule, effective that same date, to show increases in the monthly rates of basic educational assistance payable under the Montgomery GI Bill–Active Duty program; show an increase in the percentage payable to veterans pursuing apprenticeship or other on-job training; make a change in the formula used to calculate the entitlement charge for individuals pursuing apprenticeship or other on-job training; amend procedural provisions and delegations of authority regarding continuation of payments during emergency school closings; and make non-substantive technical changes for purposes of clarity and to remove obsolete provisions.
