CERTIFICATIONS OF THE CONDITION OR THE ADEQUACY


OF FUNCTIONAL COMPONENTS IN EXISTING PROPERTIES





1.	 Many stations have been indicating, as a condition of the certificate of reasonable value, requirements for certifications of roofing, heating, plumbing and electrical systems.  These certifications, when put to the test* have for the most part been found to be worthless.  Therefore, field stations will immediately cease requiring certifications related to plumbing, heating, electrical and roofing elements in existing properties.





2.	 Exhibit A of DVB Circular 26-70-27, herewith rescinded, contained a list of typical "special conditions" for optional use.  Where field stations have developed such "special conditions" to suit their local area needs and have included requirements for the certifications indicated above, the "special


conditions" will be revised to delete the certifications mentioned.





3.	 Fee appraisers will be made aware of paragraph 1 of this circular and informed that recommendations for such certifications are unacceptable.
