	1.  PURPOSE.  To announce a new video on the VA Home Loan Program.





	2.  BACKGROUND.  Loan Guaranty Service, with the assistance of the Employee Education System of the Veterans Health Administration, has produced a new 29 minute video entitled The American Dream for America’s Veterans.  It describes and explains the VA Home Loan Program.  It is designed to inform veterans, military personnel, real estate professionals, and lenders, of the advantages and benefits of the program.  The video features closed captioning for the hearing impaired.  





	3.  DISTRIBUTION.  Under separate cover, copies of the videotape are being mailed to all Loan Guaranty divisions.  Stations may make as many duplicates of the tape as are needed.  You are encouraged to use the tape in at least the following ways:





	a.  For VA Employees.  The tape provides a useful introduction to Loan Guaranty for new employees and others not familiar with our program.





	b.  For Veterans.  Show the tape to veterans groups, service organizations, and other meetings as appropriate.





	c.  For Active Duty Military.  Stations are encouraged to make a copy of the tape available to the housing officers at all military bases within their jurisdiction.  Suggest that it could become a part of the briefing provided to service personnel who are leaving active duty, through the Transition Assistance Program (TAP) and the Disabled Transition Assistance Program (DTAP), as well as those who are interested in purchasing housing near the base.  





	d.  For Real Estate Professionals.  We often meet with real estate sales personnel who are not well informed about our program and its advantages for veterans.  Use this tape when you meet with them.  It presents a strong case for the value of the program, especially to veterans without enough cash for downpayments.





	e.  For Lenders and other Program Participants.  The tape shows a lender who is knowledgeable and supportive of the program, and who closes a loan because of this.  It is an attractive motivator.
